Note for Editors:
After the end of July, the Liskeard Neighbourhood Plan Team will analyse the community response and prepare a set of options to deal with the issues that have been raised. These will be published for community discussion and feedback, before a final version of the Plan is issued in 2015.
Background: The Localism Act 2011, provides the legislative foundation for a more decentralised vision of Britain, where power is returned to local institutions, communities and people. A key element of the Act was the creation of a new power for local communities (through Town and Parish Councils) to make Neighbourhood Plans which form part of the official planning policy framework and will therefore strongly influence how future planning applications are decided by the Local Planning Authority (Cornwall Council). In 2013 Liskeard Town Council resolved to create a Neighbourhood Plan for Liskeard. This will take about 2 years, with extensive community involvement culminating in a formal referendum in which all those entitled and registered to vote living in Liskeard will be able to participate.
